International scientific conference
“Рrecambrian: rock associations and their ore mineralization”
1. The International scientific conference "Рrecambrian: rock associations and their ore mineralization" was held on September 22-24, 2020 in Kyiv at the M.P. Semenenko Institute of Geochemistry, Mineralogy and Ore Formation of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine.
2. 95 scientists and exploration geologists from Ukraine, the USA, Australia and Russia joined the event in plenary and online mode. They represented 22 academic and industry research institutions, higher education institutions, industrial organizations and private enterprises.
3. The original geological facts, new research results, interesting opinions, ideas, hypotheses, etc. were reported in oral and online presentations. This was evidence that the geological study of Precambrian terranes continues and requires public discussion and debate, despite the difficult political, social and economic conditions, caused by the Covid-19 pandemic. 
4. The main focus of the conference was on the following questions:
- radiogeochronological dating of the Early Precambrian complexes of Ukrainian Shield and Sarmatia in general; interpretation of the obtained results.
- stratigraphic dismembering and origin of deeply metamorphosed (granulite and amphibolite facies) formations that have undergone multiple transformations.
- tectonics and geodynamics of Ukrainian Shield; contradictions in geological and geophysical views and ways to develop a coherent least controversial model.
- mineralogy and metrology of rocks, ores and metasomatites of Ukrainian Shield.
- geology, geochemistry and genesis of ore deposits, metallogeny (detailed studies of ore minerals and fluid and molten inclusions in them).
- problems of development and improvement of remote (aero- and space materials) research methods used to study the structure of US.
- paleomagnetism and the reliability of structural constructions and reconstructions made on its basis in Precambrian.
5. Agreed decisions, conclusions, proposals were made based on the result of the conference plenary work and active discussion: 
1) There is an extremely low participation in the conference of production geologists. This is due to the extremely low finansing of the enterprises of the State Service of Geology of Ukraine. Cooperation of scientists with geologists of enterprises SSG of Ukraine in the formation of geological tasks for regional geological research and scientific work, consideration of reports is the key to success in increasing the mineral resource base of the Ukraine.

2) Stratigraphic studies need significant activation. It is proposed to hold a joint meeting of the Precambrian section of the National Stratigraphic Committee and the Interdepartmental Tectonic Committee of Ukraine.

3) The conference notes the important role of isotope-geochronological and geochemical methods in the study of Precambrian formations of the Ukrainian Shield. This methods are used in the IGMOF NAS of Ukraine. In combination with no less important geological and geophysical methods, they are a reliable guarantee of effective study of the history of the Ukraine lithosphere in the early Precambrian. The conference calls for expanding and strengthening work in this direction, both quantitatively and qualitatively, using creative connections and cooperation with the world's leading laboratories.

4) The Institute of Geochemistry, Mineralogy and Ore Formation of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine is currently one of the leading fully functioning geological organization in Ukraine for geology, geochronology, petrology, stratigraphy, geochemistry, mineralogy and minerals of Ukraine, primarily Precambrian of the Ukrainian Shield. The IGMOF NAS of Ukraine also annually holds scientific conferences, which involve geological communities of specialized scientific institutions, educational institutions, public and private industrial organizations of Ukraine, near and far abroad.

5) In the summer of 2021, with the assistance of the Department of Earth Sciences of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, it is proposed to organize several field trips to exposed areas of Archean-Proterozoic complexes to solve problems of their mapping and stratigraphic dismembering.
